CC: Home health request.

HPI: A 93-year-old who I saw last week for the first time. She had multiple requests then and I have not heard any complaints today. The patient’s nausea has been alleviated with q.a.c. Zofran on a routine basis and her hearing appears improved with Debrox to each ear. The patient has some type of swallowing issues. She was evaluated in the hospital prior to coming here and had speech therapy working with her, but last week I ordered a bedside swallow study and unclear when that is a scheduled. The patient is stable.

DIAGNOSES: Recent left hip fracture with ORIF, GERD, hypothyroid, HLD, peripheral neuropathy, HTN, DM-II diet controlled and gait instability uses wheelchair.

MEDICATIONS: Zofran 4 mg q. a.c. routine, Tylenol 1000 mg b.i.d., Norvasc 2.5 mg h.s., latanoprost OU h.s., levothyroxine 100 mcg q.d., lisinopril 20 mg b.i.d., Remeron 15 mg h.s., MVI q.d., senna h.s., and topical analgesic to knee p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: NAS/NCS.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Thin elderly female, resting comfortably.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 154/72, pulse 77, temperature 97.5, respirations 18, O2 sat 95%, and weight 110 pounds.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Thin but moves all limbs. She is cautious about weightbearing on her left hip as transported in a wheelchair.

NEURO: Orientation x2, can reference for date and time. Speech is clear. She definitely voices what her needs are. She can be demanding.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Home health needs. The patient has multiple skilled care nursing needs. Select Home Health order to evaluate and follow and I did speak with their intake nurse who is aware that the patient is being referred.
