The lab work came and it shows A1c of 9.9 and sugar of 220. His BUN, creatinine, and white count seemed okay. So, we tried to contact the patient. I called the patient myself three times and he did not pick up the phone. I called his wife three times and she did not pick up the phone. Somehow, they did call the office and my staff got to talk to them and told them to come to the office on Monday for appointment and I told one of my staff Josie Balleza to try to call them again and tell them that he is diabetic now and his sugars are high that he must come on Monday for treatment. It seems when they called the office he had gone to the pharmacy to pick up the antibiotics as he had not gone yesterday to pick up the antibiotics, so he had gone to the office. I had given him the prescription on Friday, but he was there on Saturday around 11 o’clock to get his prescriptions. I will try to see the patient on Monday as soon as possible.
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
