SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Opioid use disorder.

2. Medication refill.
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The patient was reminded on the protocol of this program, states she understands and will comply with it. She was sent home with Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film, she will take one film SL b.i.d. for 30 days, #60.
Drug screen today reveals no unauthorized substances. PMP AWARxE was reviewed. The data from PMP AWARxE does not support drug-seeking behavior or medication diversion.
She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
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
