HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 1-year-old male comes to the clinic accompanied by mother and father. Father states that three days ago he did get his finger caught in a cabinet, which did cause laceration to first digit on his left hand. They did take him to Texas Emergency Hospital where it was sutured by physician and then wrapped. Unfortunately, he has been very agitated with the dressing, mother states chewing on it and trying to pull it off. Father was trying to change the dressing this morning and noticed that the sutures did come open and the wound was completely open, so he brought him here to be reassessed. They have given him Tylenol and Motrin for pain.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Denies.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Denies.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Denies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies exposure to secondhand smoke.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: See HPI.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, appropriate for age, well-nourished and well-groomed. He is very agitated with assessment, but easily consoled by parents.
VITAL SIGNS: Respiratory rate 22. Temperature 98.3 axillary. He weighs 24 pounds.

HEENT: Mucous membranes are moist. Pupils PERL.
NECK: Negative JVD. Normal range of motion.
LUNGS: Respirations are even, unlabored. Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x4.

EXTREMITIES: Normal range of motion. No edema.

NEURO: A&O x4. Gait is appropriate for age.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No rash. He does have approximately 0.5 cm laceration to first digit of his left hand. Bleeding is controlled. However, it is completely open.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 0.5 cm laceration to the left first digit on his hand. Sutures were removed as there was noticed that they were ripped, so they had to be removed. We did cleanse the wound and then used butterfly tape to try to close the wound back together.
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Unfortunately, I did not think it was a good idea to re-suture as the wound is three days old. We did apply Neosporin and then bandaged the wound and then put a finger splint on it. We gave parents a few supplies to re-bandage the wound at home over the next few days. They were given antibiotic by the Texas Emergency Hospital, which they are continuing to take, but if he has any worsening of symptoms, they will bring him back to the clinic for further evaluation and possible further testing. They do agree with this plan of care and they were given an opportunity to ask any questions and they have none at this time.
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
