HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of atrial fibrillation underwent cardioversion. The patient was on amiodarone at the time of the cardioversion. Now the patient has recurrence of atrial fibrillation after the cardioversion. Complaining of shortness of breath and dizziness.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Atrial fibrillation.
RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient has atrial fibrillation and is quite symptomatic. The patient failed medical therapy as well as cardioversion. Discussed with the patient regarding electrophysiological studies and radiofrequency ablation for atrial fibrillation and flutter. Procedure risks and benefits discussed with the patient. Possible risks includes but not limited to bleeding, hematoma, infection, perforation of the heart. The patient is aware of the success for the procedure is 70-80%.
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
