Dear Dr. Abimbola:

This is a followup for Mr. O’Neil with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, small kidney bilaterally.  Last visit in October.  Offered an in-person visit, he declined, we did teleconference.  Has gained few pounds.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, bleeding.  Good urine output.  No cloudiness, bladder infection.  No gross edema, numbness.  No chest pain, palpitation and syncope.  No orthopnea or PND.  No smoking or alcohol.  Does not check blood pressure at home, but the last visit in the office December for a physical exam was okay.
Medications:  Only medication Lipitor.  No anti-inflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Weight 158 and that is 10 pounds above the last visit.  Alert and oriented x3, attentive.  Able to speak without respiratory distress.

Labs:  Chemistries: Creatinine 1.3 which is baseline, GFR 55 or better.  He has been as high as 1.5.  Electrolyte acid base normal.  Nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  Cell count normal.

Assessment and Plan:

1. CKD stage III or better, stable over time, no progression and no symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis.

2. Bilaterally small kidneys.

3. Hyperlipidemia on treatment.

4. Normal blood pressure without medication.

5. Everything is stable.  Come back in the next 6 to 9 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
