Ms. Weber was seen regarding stroke history with left-sided weakness and she has now become a hospice patient. She is also seen regarding poor intake, depression, malleolar ulcer etc.

HISTORY: Ms. Weber has poverty of speech. They are cleaning her up as she has incontinence episode when I was seeing her. She does have significant nausea and is on prochlorperazine every six hours as needed. She has had I believe two strokes recently without any left-sided weakness. The focus now is comfort and she is a hospice patient. She continues on Prozac 20 mg daily for depression and morphine if needed for pain. She has gastroesophageal reflux disease without esophagitis. She is tolerating omeprazole 20 mg daily. She gets to a point where she cannot take her oral meds and these will be changed. She is on hyoscyamine 0.125 mg p.r.n for secretions. She is eating breakfast this morning though. She seems to be able to swallow a bit. She also has urinary incontinence.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: There is no evidence of pain, dyspnea, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, or bleeding. The pressure ulcer will be treated by the hospice staff and I believe they will use either DuoDerm or transparent dressing or possibly Xeroform.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General She is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Temperature 97.6, pulse 74, blood pressure 126/62, O2 saturation 95%. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: She is weaker on the left side.

Assessment/plan:
1. She has dementia, but at this point would not benefit from any cholinesterase inhibitors.

2. She has depression with anxiety and I will continue Fluoxetine 20 mg daily plus lorazepam 0.5 mg every six hours as needed. She gets morphine available for pain.

3. She has stroke history and is on hospice for this.

4. She has osteoarthritis and for pain she continues to use acetaminophen if mild or morphine if severe.

5. For hypertension, she is on metoprolol 12.5 mg b.i.d.
