Mr. Bailey was seen regarding Parkinsonism. He also has osteoarthritis and back pain. He had history of prostate cancer.

HISTORY: Overall, Mr. Bailey is not doing too badly. The staff wants to get up in the morning and give him his medicines earlier than he wants to have them. He does get up at 9:30 and *__________* morning medications at 8 0’clock but he does not want them earlier. His Parkinsonism is about the same. There is mild cogwheeling, but he does remain on Sinemet 25/100 mg four times a day and ropinirole 0.25 mg three times a day. He does get up a little bit with a walker, but it is difficult for him to mobilize. He often uses the wheelchair. He does have urinary incontinence likely due to slight cognitive impairment and the Parkinsonism. He has osteoarthritis of the knees. There has been some right knee pain. He does use Osteo Bi-Flex and Tylenol as needed, but does not really request any other meds. He is also on glucosamine 500 mg three times a day.

PAST HISTORY: Parkinson’s disease, osteoarthritis, back pain, prostate cancer, urinary incontinence, and *__________*
FAMILY HISTORY: Father had alcoholism and MI and died at 78. Mother died at 68 with stroke and son had kidney disease.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: No chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or abdominal pain. No fever or chills.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Bailey has Parkinson disease, but that is currently controlled with Sinemet 100/25 mg one four times a day and ropinirole 0.25 mg three times a day. He also is on Nuplazid 34 m daily for psychosis. He seems to be tolerating this.

2. He has osteoarthritis of the knee and Tylenol controlled with pain along with glucosamine and does have tramadol available daily as needed. Also uses Osteo Bi-Flex one tablet daily.

3. He has urinary incontinence due to detrusor overactivity and I will continue Myrbetriq 50 mg daily.

4. He is on simvastatin 40 mg daily for hyperlipidemia.

5. He is on gabapentin 200 mg three times a day presumably for neuropathic pain.

6. I will continue the current overall plan.
