Ms. Etue was seen regarding hypertension, dementia, and mood disorder.

HISTORY: Ms. Etue is stable with respect to her blood pressure. It was 140/80 when seen but other readings have been stable. She continues on hydralyzine and amlodipine. She has dementia, which is above baseline. Her mood disorder is stable. She can get a little bit anxious and she wanted to talk but, she has no major physical complaints. She *__________* she is here.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: Negative for headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting or abdominal pain. She ambulates. There is sometimes abdominal pain with eating, but that is only occasionally. She denies arthralgias when seen.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed or ill appearing. She is adequately nourished. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 140/80, pulse 92, temperature 97.4, and O2 saturation 97%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa is normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No S3. No S4. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: Cranial nerves normal. Sensation intact. Musculoskeletal: No acute joint inflammation or effusion.

Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Etue has hypertension stable with hydralyzine 25 mg every six hours plus amlodipine 5 mg daily.

2. She has mild arthralgias, but not too bothersome and has available Tylenol 325 mg two tablets every four hours as needed and Tramadol 50 mg daily. She was not in pain when seen.

3. She has dementia and I will continue the donepezil 5 mg daily.

4. She has anxiety and I will continue lorazepam 0.5 mg at bedtime if needed. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
