Ms. Weiss was seen on 06/27/22. She was seen regarding a slight wound to the left leg and thigh and also more swelling of the left leg. Overall, she denies major complaints. She still has the right knee amputation. The buttock which is actually doing better and is stable. However, her leg was swollen and it was more than baseline. Her pulse was palpable on the left leg. She has right above knee amputation mobilized with a wheelchair. She denies any major new complaints.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, and abdominal pain. She does have some itching in her groin and her legs. She is using Lotrisone. The rash is better. Review of systems is negative for any other new symptoms.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She was not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/71, temperature 97.7, pulse 80, respiratory rate 16, and O2 saturation 98%. The left leg was more swollen then usual. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. She has systolic ejection murmur 2/6 which is not new. Abdomen: Soft and nontender.

Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Weiss has swelling of the left leg. It is significant enough when compared to previous times. I have ordered venous Doppler to rule out deep vein thrombosis.

2. She has hypertension controlled with quinapril 10 mg daily.

3. She has stroke history and I will continue Plavix 75 mg daily ad aspirin 81 mg daily.

4. She has pacemaker.

5. She has osteoarthritis and I will continue Celebrex 100 mg daily. This is if she needs it, but she does not usually take it now.

6. She has itch on her legs, thigh, and groin and I will order hydrocortisone 2.5% b.i.d.
