Ms. Sedar denies any major new symptoms. The postherpetic neuralgia of the left side of the face is doing a bit better. She does have a partial visual field defect of the left eye, but that is not likely related to a recent herpes zoster. Ther is still some pain, but is not as bad. She denies other new complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 121/80, pulse 85, respiratory rate 16, temperature 98.1, and O2 saturation 95%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. There is no lesion, vesicles, or even scars noted. Cranial nerves are grossly normal and her head does slit slightly to the right. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Nontender. 

Assessment/plan:
1. Her postherpetic neuralgia is better and I will reduce the gabapentin to 100 mg b.i.d and if she completes it with limited pain, she may stop it.

2. Her hypertension is stable with Norvasc 10 mg daily.

3. She has history of TIAs, which is currently stable and she is on Plavix 75 mg daily.

4. She has seizure history and I will continue gabapentin 100 mg twice a day.
