Mrs. Greenan was seen at her request because she has more swelling of her legs for two weeks. She also has been more short of breath than usual. She denies any chest pain except sometime when he takes deep breath, but that is not a major problem. She is known to have CHF in the past. She also still complains of heartburn and gas. They prescribed Gas-X several times for some reason she has not received after recent visits. She denies any GI or GU complaints otherwise. There is no abdominal pain, nausea, or vomiting. There is no dysuria. She is voiding.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed or ill. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/72, pulse 64, respiratory rate 16, O2 saturation 97%, and temperature 98.4. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Lungs: Her lungs did have some crackles in the bases. Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No extra sounds. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Her legs are edematous with 2-3+ edema. 

Assessment/plan:
1. Mrs. Greenan has mild congestive heart failure with increase dyspnea and edema. I will double Lasix to 40 mg daily for a week. I will check a basic metabolic panel.

2. Her hypertension continues to be controlled with lisinopril 40 mg daily and diltiazem 180 mg daily.

3. She has diabetes mellitus and her sugars are stable and it is diet controlled.

4. She has osteoarthritis and uses glucosamine chondroitin. She can use Advil periodically twice a day.
