CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for coronary artery disease and medication refills.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he is fairly active and has no chest pain. He is on carvedilol 3.125 mg twice a day, losartan 25 mg twice a day, and aspirin 81 mg once a day.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for diabetes mellitus and he is on Tradjenta 5 mg once a day along with low-carb diet.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, excessive weight loss or weight gain, or skin rashes.
