CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of pus from the hidradenitis.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient has chronic hidradenitis suppurativa involving the left groin and he has pus discharge for the past several days. The patient has no fever or chills. There are no enlarged lymph nodes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied fever, chills, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or active bleeding.
OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

Left groin examination reveals hidradenitis acute inflammation with pus discharge. There is no lymph node enlargement. There is no skin cellulitis, but there are chronic changes.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and he was told to be seen by a specialist for the management of this chronic condition.
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
