CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and complaining of generalized fatigue, generalized weakness, poor sleeping habits, and right inguinal severe pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he feels fatigue for the last year and he has seen a gastroenterologist who could not find any abnormality. The patient stated that his appetite is good, but he could not eat stomach full because of his habit.

The patient has generalized weakness without any focal deficit and he is emphasized on doing stretching exercises.

The patient also has loss of sleep which he does not doze off in the daytime.

The patient has right inguinal bulge and he has a history of inguinal hernia.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities. 

OBJECTIVE:
EXTREMITIES: He has no calf tenderness or pedal edema and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance. Peripheral pulses are bilaterally equal.

GENITAL: Examination reveals right-sided inguinal hernia reducible.

RECTAL: Examination is performed and is normal in size.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any edema. 

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate with a slow pace.
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
