Regarding Mr. Jogani, I had discussed his case on the phone with Dr. Makkar for the finding of aortic sinus aneurysm. Around June 1st, Dr. Makkar from Cedars-Sinai Medical Center had seen Mr. Jogani in consultation. On phone, I described the finding seen in one of the echo frame to him. This echocardiogram was done in my office. According to me, the patient had an aortic aneurysm showing expansion with each systole and in diastole the aneurysm would come back to baseline. Dr. Makkar felt that this situation is somewhat unique and it is a potential for some serious events. He would like to do transesophageal echocardiogram on Mr. Jogani. If Mr. Jogani decides to have a transesophageal echocardiogram done at Cedars-Sinai Medical Center then Dr. Makkar said he will make sure that it is done in timely fashion. This discussion was then explained to Mr. Jogani on the phone today around 2 p.m. Mrs. Jogani Was present nearby. After the above discussion Mr. Jogani said he needs few days to decide about doing the transesophageal echocardiogram at Cedars-Sinai Medical Center.

So now we will wait for Mr. Jogani’s response in relation to transesophageal echocardiogram. Please inform if you need any more information or if you have any questions.
