PATIENT NAME: Quinonez, Manuel

SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of lower back pain, upper abdominal pain, and diarrhea. He gets diarrhea six to seven times per day for last one week. The patient is not taking his medicines regularly. He had a bottle of levothyroxine from January. He also ran out of Bystolic and taking it occasionally before.

PLAN: Bystolic will be reduced to Bystolic 5 mg daily as he is not taking 10 mg everyday. His blood sugars are 124 to 200 at home. Flagyl 500 mg three times a day with food was ordered for 10 days for diarrhea. Stool for WBC, culture sensitivity, and C. difficile toxin assay is ordered at Medical Center Hospital and he will call us for report. Pantoprazole 40 mg daily is started for upper abdominal pain. The patient will be referred to Dr. Neerukonda as he has history of palpitations. Blood tests were done today.
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
