PATIENT NAME: Anaya, Emilio

DATE OF SERVICE: 07/11/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came for his regular followup visit. His blood sugars are acceptable at home. The patient fell last week because of the weakness of the legs. He has history of back surgery. The patient has been seen by Dr. Kadir for Parkinson’s disease and we advised family to make appointment with Dr. Kadir again. They do not want to order physical therapy at present. The patient already had a physical therapy. He complains of sore throat. He has a nonspecific rash on the scalp and we advised him to see skin specialist.

PLAN: The patient will continue ferrous sulfate 325 mg daily for iron deficiency anemia. The patient had a colonoscopy done by Dr. Kaitha on October 25, 2018 and it showed hemorrhoids and diverticulosis of colon. The patient had an upper endoscopy done on March 10, 2022 by Dr. Kaitha and it was normal. The patient’s hemoglobin was 12.3 approximately at VA Medical Center two months ago and patient does not want blood test today. Zithromax 500 mg daily was ordered for five days for acute pharyngitis. The patient is also advised to get checked for COVID-19 and to get COVID-19 vaccine booster. He will be seen again in three months. Cologuard colon cancer screening test was ordered as patient has iron deficiency anemia.
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
