Chief Complaints: Mr. Labrison Young is a 33-year-old African American male who is here with history of multiple gunshot wounds in April 2021. The patient sustained injury to the left hand, to the head, to the abdomen, to the back and over the face.

History of Present Illness: The patient states he was driving at night when some people in another car came by close to his car and started shooting him and he got at least 10 bullets; however, he survived. He states it is possible it happened that the patient was young and was dating a lady and he found her in bed with another gentleman and he tried to commit an arson by setting the house in fire and then called them and let them know that he set the house on fire; nobody got hurt, but he feels there may be something related to that. He is scared of driving at night. He has developed PTSD. He lives with his sister. He states his back hurts. He states he cannot stand for long. He cannot sit for long. He states he has developed some numbness off and on of his lateral three fingers that means the left hand thumb, index finger and middle finger. He states he had an exploratory laparotomy after the gunshot wound and lot of bullets had to be removed. He states he had surgery on his left hand and there is a scar right underneath the left thumb of previous surgery.

Past Medical History: No history of diabetes mellitus, hypertension, or asthma.

Medications: Medications at home are none.

Allergies: None known.

Personal History: He states he passed high school with half special education and half regular classes till 2018, where he was working building fences as a helper. He could not keep any jobs, but he had to quit this job also building fences. He states he got his GED in jail. His last any job was in April 2021. He states he has been to penitentiary twice. He states he went in 2013 and came out in 2018. He lives with his sister who has lupus and on dialysis. He used to smoke one pack every three days for four to six years. He denies drinking alcohol or doing drugs.
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Family History: His father is deceased. Mother is in good health. One brother died of gunshot wound. One sister has lupus and on dialysis.

Review of Systems: He denies any chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or abdominal pain.

Physical Examination:
General: Exam reveals Mr. Labrison J. Young to be a 33-year-old African American male who is awake, alert and oriented, in no acute distress. He is not using any assistive device for ambulation. He is able to get on and off the examination table slowly. He is able to dress and undress for the physical exam slowly. He cannot hop. He can squat with assistance. He can tandem walk. He can pick up a pencil and button his clothes. He is right-handed.

Vital Signs:

Height 6’.

Weight 293 pounds.

Blood pressure 126/80.

Pulse 68 per minute.

Pulse oximetry 98%.

Temperature 96.2.

BMI 40.
Snellen’s Test: His vision is:

Right eye 20/20.

Left eye 20/20.

Both eyes 20/20.

He does not have glasses and he does not have hearing aid.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit. Thyroid is not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. He has a scar from epigastrium down to his symphysis pubis of previous exploratory laparotomy following 10 gunshot wounds.
Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema. He has some numbness of his left hand first three finger that is the thumb, index finger and middle finger. However, he has a good grip. over his left hand though he is right-handed and he can appose the fingers and he has got good range of motion of his fingers and all the joints. The range of motion of lumbar spine is decreased by 50%.
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The Patient’s Problems are:

1. Multiple gunshot wounds to his body in 2018.

2. History of being educated in special education classes for most of the times.

3. Prior history of tobacco use.

4. Lot of posttraumatic stress disorder secondary to the gunshot wounds that he is just using now what he has in Sugar Land, Texas.

5. Some tingling and numbness of the left hand though grip is good and range of motion of his left hand is good. On the exam of the hand, there is a curvilinear scar right below the left thumb. It is there on the palm of his hand.
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
