TUCKER, MARCUS
Mr. Tucker is a 64-year-old male with history of prostate carcinoma with diffuse bony mets, severe pain within the sternum. Review of the notes indicates that the patient most likely has had non-small cell carcinoma, which has now metastasized into the prostate as well. The patient also has involvement of both lungs and iliac bones, which were all positive for adenocarcinoma. The patient also has developed a left lower lobe paraaortic mass with evidence of brain mets on the MRI. The lung mass is 2.5 x 2.8 cm. The patient has been treated with Keytruda at this time. The patient is on numerous medications, over 30 medications, has been tried on chemo and radiation therapy, but is no longer a candidate *________* type of treatment at this time. The patient subsequently is being admitted to hospice for further care. Currently, the patient has severe weakness. hypertension, seizure, KPS score of 40%, total ADL dependency, as well as bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient is sleeping about 10 to 12 hours a day. The patient currently is on room air with good O2 saturation, appears cachectic with severe weight loss in the past three months, over 60 pounds per the patient’s oncologist. The patient is eating very little. Again, requires pain medication to control the patient’s pain. The patient is expected to live less than six months and is hospice appropriate. The patient’s nurse will help with control of the patient’s pain and nurses aides will help with caring for the patient at home as the patient has continued to become weaker and weaker at this time. Overall prognosis is grave.
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
