HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 75-year-old female presents to the clinic complaining of a scalp lesion that has been present for an unknown period of time. The patient does appear to be confused, but she is accompanied by her husband.
ALLERGIES: COMPAZINE and BEXTRA.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Aspirin.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Arthritis and neuropathy.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right leg and left ankle.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies drugs, ETOH, or smoke.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: See HPI.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is A&O x 3, well nourished, and well groomed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 105/66. Heart rate 79. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.8. O2 saturation 96% and unable to obtain her weight as she was unable to get out of her vehicle.

HEENT: Mucous membranes are moist. Pupils are PERL. 
NECK: Negative JVD. Normal range of motion. 
LUNGS: Respirations are even, unlabored. Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x 4.

EXTREMITIES: Normal range of motion. 
NEUROLOGIC: A&O x 3. Gait is unsteady. She does need assistance with ambulation.
SKIN: Warm and dry. She does have multiple lesions on her scalp and a lesion on her left forearm as well as a lesion on her right hip. Lesions on her scalp measure approximately 2 to 3 cm in diameter which are thick, scaly and rough as well as the lesion on her left forearm and right hip.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Suspicious lesions. The patient needs to be referred to dermatology to have her lesions possibly biopsied and assessed to be ruled out for cancerous lesions. I did discuss this with the husband and he does agree with this plan of care. I did give him a referral to Dr. Le here in Cleveland and his business card. If the patient has any worsening of condition, she is more than welcome to return to our clinic for further evaluation. Otherwise, she will proceed to Dr. Le’s clinic to be evaluated by the specialist. Husband was given an opportunity to ask questions, he has none at this time.
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
