HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 58-year-old female presents to the clinic to get her labs drawn and also wanting to check the dressing on her left leg to make sure that it was healing okay.
ALLERGIES: LEVAQUIN, MORPHINE, CODEINE, and BAND-AID.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Discussed with the patient and placed in chart.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: GERD, anxiety, liver failure, blood clot, herniated disc, and TMJ.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy and left hip.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies drugs, ETOH, or smoke.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: See HPI.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, appropriate for age, well nourished, and well groomed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 115/67. Heart rate 75. Respiratory rate 18. Temperature 98.0. O2 saturation 98%. She weighs 156 pounds.

HEENT: Mucous membranes are moist. Pupils are PERL.
NECK: Negative JVD. Normal range of motion.
LUNGS: Respirations are even, unlabored. Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x 4.

EXTREMITIES: Normal range of motion with the exception of that left lower extremity. She does have some weakness due to the recent left hip surgical procedure that she sustained from the hip fracture/femur fracture.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented. She does have ataxic gait and she is using a walker due to her recent left femur/hip surgery.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No rash. No lesions. She does have her two areas of access from her hip surgery on that left side.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Liver failure.

2. Traumatic injury, left femur fracture.
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PLAN: The patient’s dressings were evaluated and they were completely intact. Wounds appeared to be healing nicely. The patient will have her labs drawn today to check her liver function as well as her PT/INR. We will call her once those lab results come in, so she can give them to her liver doctor. If the patient has any worsening of symptoms, she can return to the clinic for further evaluation and possible further testing. She does agree with this plan of care and was given the opportunity to ask questions, she has none at this time.
