HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of nonsustained ventricular tachycardia and normal electrophysiological studies status post loop recorder implantation. The patient stated that she had one episode of palpitation which lasts about 15 minutes. However, loop recorder interrogation showed the battery is end of life and it was not recorded.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 101/63 mmHg, pulse 63, and respirations 16.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:

1. Nonsustained ventricular tachycardia.

2. Palpitation.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient’s loop recorder battery is end of life. I will consider explanting the loop recorder. Also, discussed with the patient the option of implanting a new loop recorder and patient want to think about it. I will follow the patient after the loop recorder explantation.
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
