HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 47-year-old Vietnamese female with a history of hypertension. Recently, the patient is complaining of episodes of chest pain. The patient underwent echocardigoram that showed normal left ventricular function with mild tricuspid regurgitation and mitral regurgitation. Otherwise, the patient has no significant structural heart disease. The patient also underwent a seven-day heart monitor study that showed normal left ventricular function with occasional PACs and PVCs. The patient also underwent an exercise treadmill test that shows negative for ischemia, angina, and arrhythmia.

The patient has no structural heart disease and normal exercise treadmill test and normal echocardiogram. The patient’s symptoms are atypical and at this time the patient does not need any further cardiac evaluation. I will follow the patient in 6 to 12 months or earlier if needed.
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
