Ms. Swanson was seen regarding hypertension, dementia, and history of depression. She also had a recent fall and fractured her right wrist.

HISTORY: Ms. Swanson has pain of the right wrist. She has cast in place and in a sling with her arm. She had fallen and unable to get out of the floor and she is basically laid there for sometime. She is now afraid to walk. She has some scabs on her left calf and dressing on the right calf. Otherwise, her dementia and hypertension are baseline with no headache, chest pain, or cardiac symptoms. Mentation is about the same.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: No fever or chills. No eye or ENT complaints. No dyspnea, cough or sputum. No chest pain or palpitations. GI: No abdominal pain, vomiting, or diarrhea. GU: No dysuria. She has incontinence. Skin: No rash or itch.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not distressed. Vital Signs: Temperature 97.3, pulse 86, respiratory 16, blood pressure 108/70 and O2 saturation 98%. The right wrist was in a cast and the arm is in a splint. She has dressing on her right calf and scabs on her left calf.  Abdomen is nontender.

Assessment/plan:
1. She has a fracture of the right wrist and is as directed by ortho and may take Tylenol for pain. 

2. She has essential hypertension, which is stable. I will continue lisinopril 30 mg daily.

3. She has dementia probable Alzheimer’s and we will continue donepezil 10 mg daily.
4. She has history of depression, which appears stable at present. She is on Bumex 1 mg daily for edema.
