This is a consultation on Fred Wright.

This 70-year-old male used to smoke three packs per day for 30 to 40 years now he is cut down to about one fourth pack a day. Alcohol heavy in the past. He used to be alcoholic now he has decreased it. He said that he stopped working about 15 years ago. He used to be carpenter.

SYMPTOMS: He is here because of infection of the right big toe and also needing referral for podiatrist.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: According to patient’s wife, the patient was hospitalized few weeks ago because of cellulitis and infection of left leg and left foot. The patient required IV antibiotic. Upon discharge, he was supposed to see Dr. Hussein who is a podiatrist, but he needs a referral so he is here. While in the hospital, he was seen by vascular surgeon peripheral vascular disease was ruled out according to patient’s wife. However, the patient does have a history of amputation of third toe on the right leg following gangrene in 2021.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He does not have history of diabetes or hypertension.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is 70-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 9 inch tall, weighing 123 pounds, and blood pressure 91/61.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Diminished air entry bilaterally.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: Fungal infection of big toe on the left leg with surrounding infection and cellulitis.
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DIAGNOSES:

1. Cellulitis and fungal infection left big toe.

2. Possible peripheral vascular disease.

3. COPD.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and get the referral. Check his CBC, CMP, and go from there.
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
