History: I have done a Medicare yearly physical on Mr. Phil Wood and the problems noted. Mr. Wood has had lymphoma in the right chest and the mediastinum, which was like a mass and that was removed and he had chemotherapy several sessions. He states he is cured of his lymphoma. The other problem is he states he had ports through which he received chemotherapy and he got infection of the ports and needed several times antibiotics. He has long-standing history of depression, diabetes mellitus and hypertension. He is under care of Dr. Dave for major depression. He states he was doing well, so he got off Abilify and he is just on venlafaxine. The patient’s new medication list is as in the chart, but I want to emphasize that recently he stopped taking metformin and glyburide. He is just on Trulicity injection and that gets his sugars under control. His depression is stable. His A1c latest is 7.1. He has seen an eye doctor and has not any problem with the eyes. The patient overall is doing well. Med list reconciled. I will see him in the office in couple of months. I discussed about advance care planning and he states he is aware of that. He states he has a brother who lives in Snook, Texas and he has given him full authority to pay the bills in case something happens to him and to take care of him if he becomes incapacitated. He states he does have locker in the bank, but he does not have anything inside it. So, the living will and other features of advance care planning discussed at length. The patient will be seen for followup in next two to three months. Rest of the physical is as in the chart.
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
