History: Ms. Chahal was seen today. She has multiple chronic medical problems that include:

1. Diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Recent onset of atrial fibrillation.
She is on Eliquis and flecainide. Side effects of flecainide discussed. She has no problem with shortness of breath. She friends with a very petite lady named Ushaben and she states she was able to climb up stairs to go to her house and has no shortness of breath. She is planning to do air travel for at least 10 days going to Detroit, Michigan and then to Toronto and will be back on 07/24/2022. The patient was having hard time getting an appointment with her cardiologist. I told her to stop by at their office. She was seen by apparently the PA or the nurse practitioner of Dr. Lechin and she had a monitor put on for her atrial fibrillation. I had told her that I would have sent her to a Brazos Rhythm doctor to see if it can be converted, but apparently, they have chosen that route even though they are aware that she does have AFib as she is on Eliquis as well as flecainide. Her rate is under control. Her med list reconciled. She states she has no symptoms of UTI. I told her as best as I could that if she is going she could go and make sure she takes all her medicines. She is going to return the monitor to the cardiology on Thursday at which time she will ask them because I did an EKG on her today and that did show AFib with controlled ventricular response. I told her not to get overheated. So, several problems discussed. We will see her in the office in August.
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
