Mrs. Fabiszak is a 64-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her multinodular goiter. She was diagnosed with a multinodular goiter in 2018. She has a history of chronic back pain, hypertension, kidney stones and she is being evaluated for a possible lupus. She has the symptoms of dry skin, fatigue, weight changes, hair thinning and mood swings. She reports some hoarseness in her voice. She was diagnosed with a multinodular goiter in 2018.

Plan:
1. For her multinodular goiter, the patient has a thyroid ultrasound indicating several subcentimeter nodules. This was done about two years ago and we will get a current thyroid ultrasound to delineate her goiter and assess for any other thyroid nodules or any growth of the thyroid nodules. She reports a family history of thyroid cancer in her family.

2. We will also get a thyroid function panel including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level as well as a TPO antibody level and a thyroglobulin antibody level.

3. The patient is likely to be in need of a sleep study due to the daytime fatigue and occasional waking up with headaches. I will recommend evaluating for sleep apnea in the future after we assess her thyroid.
