Mrs. Olds is a 34-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes last September in 2021. She also has a history of hyperlipidemia, tachycardia, obesity and severe weight gain over the last several years. She is also pending bariatric surgery, which will happen next week. For her diabetes, she is currently on Trulicity and Lantus 40 units once daily. She is on a liquid diet prior to surgery. She failed metformin therapy due to allergic reaction to this. For her breakfast, she has been eating yogurt and has stayed on a liquid diet. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia.

Plan:
1. For her type II diabetes, her latest hemoglobin A1c is 10.1%. The patient will be having gastric sleeve surgery by Dr. *__________* in Davenport and this will be done next week. She is currently on a liquid diet. During her liquid diet phase prior to surgery, I am recommending Lantus 20 units daily and postoperatively, I would recommend to stop all diabetic medications and I will place her on a NovoLog sliding scale 3 units for every 50 mg/dL glucose greater than 150.

2. Therefore, I will check, call her in a prescription for the NovoLog 3 units for every 50 mg/dL glucose greater than 150.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, she is on pravastatin 20 mg daily.

4. For her GERD, she is on omeprazole 20 mg daily.

5. For her obesity, she will be having gastric sleeve surgery next week. We will see the patient in three weeks for followup.
