CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after laceration of the right index finger.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was working at home with a blade and it slipped causing injury to his right index finger and there was profuse bleeding. After that the patient went to the emergency room and he had three stitches done and received tetanus injection. The patient now has no bleeding, no pain, and he is feeling much better.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling or tremors, or focal weakness.
OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Within normal limits.

HEART: Within normal limits.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Right hand index finger examination reveals three sutures in place and the wound has completely healed. There is no redness or any bleeding. Range of movement is unremarkable.
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
