SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of joint pains involving hands, feet, knees, and shoulders. We are going to check blood test for rheumatoid arthritis and other test. The patient complains of pain in the low back especially on the right side. He had a CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis done in March 2021 at Medical Center Hospital and it was normal. The patient was referred to West Texas Urology at that time for hematuria and they did not find any kidney stones.

PLAN: The patient does not want a CT scan of the abdomen at present for right flank pain. We will treat it as osteoarthritis of the lumbar spine. If the pain continues he will need a CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis without contrast. Blood test and urine test were done today. The patient will continue Tylenol tablets and diclofenac gel for arthritis.
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
