PATIENT NAME: Martinez, Reynalda

SUBJECTIVE: The patient is doing well. Her blood sugars are acceptable at home. However, she complains of leg cramps. She also complains of swelling of the legs. She is not taking Lasix everyday.

PLAN: Blood tests were done today. The patient advised to take Lasix 20 mg daily and potassium chloride 10 mEq daily. ReQuip will be increased to ReQuip 0.5 mg one tablet two to three hours before bedtime.
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
