HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of chest pain and shortness of breath. The patient is here for followup. Since I saw her last time, the patient underwent an exercise treadmill test. Test was negative for ischemia, angina and arrhythmia. An echocardiogram performed showed normal left ventricular function with ejection fracture 60-65% without any significant structural heart disease.

The patient’s chest pain is atypical most probably noncardiac and it could be musculoskeletal. The findings of the treadmill test and the echocardiogram result discussed with the patient. The patient did not need any further cardiac evaluation at this time. I will follow the patient in 6 to 12 months or earlier if she has any recurrence of chest pain.
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
