Mrs. Peeples is a 59-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypercalcemia management. She was diagnosed with hypercalcemia several years ago. Her serum calcium level is elevated at 11.3 in the setting of a parathyroid hormone level of 40. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, depression, neuropathy, insomnia, psoriasis, IBS, vitamin D deficiency and vitamin B12 deficiency. She also has a history of diabetes and is currently on Ozempic 1 mg weekly and metformin 500 mg three times per day with an A1c of 8.4%.

Plan:
1. For her hypercalcemia, this appears to be related to primary hyperparathyroidism given the current serum calcium level of 11.3 in the setting of a serum PTH level of 40. At this point, we would like to get confirmatory testing in order to assess the diagnosis of the primary hyperparathyroidism.

2. She has primary hyperparathyroidism. The recommendation would be to send her for a parathyroidectomy in Tampa with Dr. James Norman.

3. For her type II diabetes, she is currently on Ozempic 1 mg once weekly, metformin 500 mg three times a day. Her latest hemoglobin A1c is 8.4%.

4. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

5. For her hyperlipidemia, continue atorvastatin 40 mg daily.

6. Follow up with primary care provider, Dr. Gonzalez.
