Mrs. Duplessis is a 78-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of her hypercalcemia. She has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, atrial fibrillation, dementia, schizophrenia, CVA, chronic pain, osteoarthritis, neuropathy and anxiety. The patient’s labs were reviewed and her parathyroid hormone level is slightly elevated at 81. She denies any bone pain. She denies any abdominal pain. She denies any changes in her mentation. She denies any family history of a parathyroid disorder or any calcium issues in her family. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia.

Plan:
1. For her hypercalcemia, her PTH was noted to be elevated at 81. At this point, I am going to get confirmatory testing to evaluate the patient for primary hyperparathyroidism. We will check a CMP, PTH level, ionized calcium level and a vitamin D level. We will bring her back in two to four weeks to reassess her labs and interpret the results and make a diagnosis.

2. For her hyperlipidemia, she is on atorvastatin 10 mg daily.

3. For her hypertension, she is on losartan 50 mg once daily.

4. For her diabetes, she is on metformin 1000 mg.

5. Notably, the patient lives at a facility at Bedrock Care, Southern Life Assisted Living.
