Mr. Rodammer was seen regarding hypertension, coronary artery disease, and hyperlipidemia.

History: Mr. Rodammer denies major symptoms. His coronary disease is stable and he does not have any chest pain. He has hypertension, which is controlled at the present time on his current dose of Prinivil. There are no cardiac symptoms, headaches or other symptoms.

He does complain of some mild left knee pain. He does have a prosthetic left knee joint. However, the pain is not bothersome and he does not want to have anything done with it now. He is tolerating the atorvastatin and Zetia for hypercholesterolemia. He denies leg cramps.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for fever, chills, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea or abdominal pain. There is no angina and no dyspnea.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: Cranial nerves grossly normal. Gait is stable.

Assessment/plan:
1. His coronary artery disease is stable. I will continue aspirin 81 mg daily.

2. He has mixed hyperlipidemia and I will continue Zetia 10 mg daily plus atorvastatin 20 mg daily.

3. He has hypertension and I will continue Prinivil 5 mg daily.
4. He is on Claritin for allergies and Thera-Vite for vitamin replacement. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
