PE:
The patient is conscious, alert, awake, oriented x3 and hemodynamically stable.

HEART:  S1 and S2 regular.  No gallop.

LUNGS:  Bilateral fair air entry.

A:
Hypertension, atherosclerotic heart disease, chronic kidney disease, GERD, and severe diverticulitis with vesicointestinal fistula.
