HISTORY: This is a 27-year-old gentleman here with frequent and painful urination. He indicated that he had unprotected sex approximately one week ago and several days later he noticed his penis is discharging a white puss states he bought some medication over the Internet for STDs he took them, but with no improvement. States he continued to have discharge and painful urination.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN (he states he will get wheals and hives with penicillin). Denies history of anaphylaxis type of reaction.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He denies tobacco, alcohol, or drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies testicular pain. He endorses painful urination. He endorses penile discharge. He denies chest pain. Denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. Denies rash.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 151/80.
Pulse 88.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.9.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Gonorrhea.
2. Dysuria.
3. Urethritis 
The patient requests to have all the STD tests done. Labs were drawn for the following. HIV herpes, hepatitis A, hepatitis B, and hepatitis C, gonorrhea and chlamydia by urine. The patient in the clinic was given Lincomycin 300 mg IM, he was observed in the clinic for approximately 20 to 25 minutes then reevaluated he states he had no rash, no tightness in his throat, no tightness in his chest after shot and is comfortable with my discharge plans.

He was sent home with the following medication.

1. Gemifloxacin 320 mg, he takes one p.o. now one day, #1.

2. Zithromax 2 g, he will take one p.o. now for one day, #1. The patient was educated extensively and importance of protective coitus. He states he understands and will comply. He was also educated about the importance of informing his partner about his symptoms and signs he states he will.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none. The following test was done today in the clinic and he was advised that the results will be available in about two or three days and will call him if any results is abnormal of gonorrhea and chlamydia, HIV, hepatitis A, hepatitis B, and hepatitis C, and RPR.
