History: Ms. Wiede was seen today. She had some labs done that show elevated cholesterol and triglycerides and I have told her we will need to get her started on some statins. I have started her on low dose 5 mg rosuvastatin and see how she does. The other problem she told me was two days ago she had some left leg pain anteriorly. Today, her Homans sign was negative. There was no tenderness over the leg. There was no swelling over the leg. There is no redness. I discussed with her about DVT in the leg. Today, when I examined her, she has no pain, there is no redness and no swelling, Homans negative, there is no tenderness, and since the pain has gone away, it was probably secondary to some muscle pain, but DVT is always a possibility in a person who has had cancer. I told the patient if she gets the swelling again, since in Bryan–College Station they never do appointments for an ultrasound of the leg to rule out DVT the same day or the next day, that she must go to the emergency room with the swollen leg if it gets again to be sure there is no DVT. The patient understands plan of treatment. She will be seen in the office in about six weeks after I started the rosuvastatin. Today, she wanted me to send her rosuvastatin and her levothyroxine both as 90-day supply to Humana Long-Term Pharmacy.
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
