History: She was seen today. Ms. Carlos has chronic anxiety and uses lorazepam 1 mg twice a day and she has done well with it. The second problem she is having is she seems to have had low iron and high iron-binding capacity suggesting GI blood loss. She is advised to stop nonsteroidal antiinflammatory like meloxicam and also advised to hold off her aspirin because aspirin is supposed to be number one cause of occult GI bleed. The patient was referred to the Cancer Center for hematology consultation and she already has had three infusions of iron and she is due for a fourth infusion soon. She is taking oral iron too. A Texas PMP was checked. She states she has noticed a change in behavior of her husband in that she states it is hard to describe, but he gets ugly with her many times verbally. We will see her in the office in a month. All her other medical problems, chronic medical problems like diabetes mellitus, hypertension and hyperlipidemia, all problems addressed secondary to that.
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
