Chief Complaints: Mr. Brian Lucas Hartman is a 59-year-old white male who is here with chief complaints of:

1. Hypertension.

2. Blindness in the right eye.

3. COPD.

4. Right leg pain.

5. Severe nocturia.
History of Present Illness: Mr. Hartman states he smoked for a longtime and now he dip snuffs and has developed COPD. He states he used to drink in the past, but he does not drink now. He had a DWI and he states he was working and he was paying his fines, but then he lost his job, could not pay the fine, so, the police picked up and he got 29 days of jail and two years of probation. About his vision, he has not seen an eye doctor, but he states he was driving one day and he felt his eyes were watering too much. So, he pulled over to clean his eyes and he states he lost his vision in the right eye. He states the way he has lost vision is if he looks straight he is not able to see, but if he looks on the sides he is able to see. So, he has developed some sort of hemianopia since. He does wear glasses. His right hip hurts and his right knee hurts. His right hip, he feels, gets locked in at times. He states recently he was admitted to hospital with dizziness and found to have TIA or a mini stroke and he was hospitalized about a month ago.
Operations: None.
Medications: His medicines at home include:

1. Norvasc 10 mg a day.

2. Lipitor 40 mg a day.

3. Albuterol inhaler p.r.n.

4. Symbicort 160/4.5 mcg twice a day.
Allergies: None known.
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Personal History: He states he finished high school. He states at age 15 years he started working at a gas station in the food services, then he worked as a maintenance person for a hotel in Hearne for five years, then for four years he worked picking up trash for a Waste Solution Company. He is single. He has three children; youngest is 27-year-old. He does not smoke currently, but he dips snuff.
Review of Systems: He denies any chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or abdominal pain.
Physical Examination:
General: Exam reveals Mr. Brian Lucas Hartman to be a 59-year-old obese white male who is awake, alert, oriented, in no acute distress, but he had to sit slouched on the chair for him to sit comfortably. He was not using any assistive device for ambulation. He was able to get on and off the examination table slowly. He was able to dress and undress for the physical exam slowly. He cannot hop, squat or tandem walk. He could not pick up a pencil. He can button his clothes. He is left-handed.
Vital Signs:

Height 5’10".

Weight 350 pounds.

Blood pressure 150/80.

Pulse 83 per minute.

Pulse oximetry 97%.

Temperature 96.2.

BMI 50.
Snellen’s Test: His vision without glasses:
Right eye 20/800.

Left eye 20/200.

Both eyes 20/100.

With glasses his vision:

Right eye 20/400.

Left eye 20/400.

Both eyes 20/100.

He does not have hearing aid.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruits. Thyroid is not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.
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Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema. Signs of chronic venous insufficiency both lower legs. He has multiple tattoos all over his body. He states he used to drive motorcycle in the past, but does not drive motorcycle anymore. Peripheral pulses are palpable.
Neurologic: Cranial nerves II through XII are intact. Overall, motor system, sensory system and reflexes appear normal. The patient is left-handed. Alternate pronation and supination of hands is normal. Finger-nose testing is normal. There is no nystagmus. His right eye pupil is not reacting to light properly and the right eye appears dull compared to the left eye.
No records were sent per TRC for review.

The Patient’s Problems:

1. Vision problems in the right eye. It is possible he may have had a tiny stroke causing him to have hemianopia on the right side several years ago.

2. History of recent TIA.

3. History of hypertension.

4. History of COPD.

5. History of tobacco use and current dipping snuff.
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
