The patient presents for followup of left ring finger injury. She states it is all better.

PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with complaints of no longer any pain. She has been wearing her brace some at work still to protect her finger, but she does not have any pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above. Past Medical History: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in no acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: All within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without tenderness or guarding. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Negative for cyanosis, edema, or decreased peripheral pulses. Skin: Negative for rash or discoloration. Neuropsychiatric: Exam within normal limits. Extremities: No residual tenderness or restricted range of motion of left fourth finger. She has brace on, but states it is not necessary.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Injury to left fourth finger, now resolved.
PLAN: The patient is discharged from followup. Advised to wear a brace may be at work, it gives some protection and as a reminder, but is released from any work restrictions and any followup office visits.
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
