HPI: The patient is a 73-year-old female with history of vertigo who was found to have SVT and paroxysmal atrial fibrillation. She most recently was found to have “a nodule on her voice box”. She is requiring surgical treatment and now requires clearance. She reports that her voice has lowered in quality and frequency. She stated that she is very concerned. She has history of hypertension and reports that her blood pressure has been controlled on verapamil.

ALLERGIES: Penicillin results in facial rash, swelling, and anaphylaxis.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She denies cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use. She is retired. She previously worked for the DMV. She suffered a back injury.
