Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Velez comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. Has a history of working as a fast food chef, but stopped in 2008 because of nonmedical reasons. However, he states that he is looking for work, but cannot find a position that he is suitable for. He states that he is not able to drive a car safely and he cannot find work that is within walking distance. He states that he was born with low vision and that his vision has never improved better than the current levels. He states that he cannot read small nor moderate size print, distinguish between small objects, nor avoid hazards in his environment.
On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of +3.25 sphere on the right and +1.50 sphere on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.75 on each side measures 20/100 on the right and 20/70 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are round and reactive. The muscle balance shows a small alternating exotropia. The muscle movements show a rotational jerk nystagmus on both sides. The intraocular pressures measure 13 on the right and 8 on the left with a Tono-Pen. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows a cup-to-disc ratio of 0.8 on each side. There is moderate pallor to each optic nerve head. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Goldmann visual field test utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 88 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 72 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Nystagmus.

2. Amblyopia.

Mr. Velez has clinical findings that are consistent with the measured visual fields and visual acuities. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties reading small print, distinguishing between small objects, and using a computer. However, he should be able to avoid hazards in his environment. His prognosis is guarded, but stable.
