This 95-year-old gentleman is being recertified for hospice today. This is a 95-year-old gentleman with history of end-stage renal disease. The patient has other medical conditions including hypertension and renal insufficiency, the patient is in need of hemodialysis, but is no longer a candidate for dialysis at this time. The patient has severe weakness, protein-calorie malnutrition, sleeping about 12-18 hours a day, increased confusion, forgetfulness, memory loss, total ADL dependency, and is bowel and bladder incontinent.

The patient also has been having episodes of nausea and vomiting most likely related to renal failure. His KPS score is at 40% at this time and is suffering from severe itching related to renal failure. The patient has had significant weight loss of 8 pounds since last certification. The patient requires morphine around the clock to control his pain and, given his advanced renal insufficiency along with other medical issues, he is expected to die within the next few days to weeks and continues to remain hospice appropriate.
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
