The patient presents with history of fever past two days with congestion, temperature 98.6 now.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Mother reported temperature of 104 or 105 last night, given small dose of ibuprofen with temperature decreased to 103 today reported by mother.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past Medical History: Seen at Texas Children’s Hospital in March with only vomiting and diarrhea reporting for few days and increased temperature, hospitalized for two days.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The child appears in no acute distress, playing and laughing. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Ear exam difficult, but TMs appear clear. Slight inflammation of pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Skin: Without discoloration or rashes. Neurological: Within normal limits.

Strep screen was obtained which was negative.

IMPRESSION: Viremia with upper respiratory infection.
PLAN: Given prescription for amoxicillin with temperature precautions explained to mother, with followup as necessary, to go back to Texas Children’s Hospital if continues with high elevation of fever. Advised to alternate ibuprofen and acetaminophen for temperature without temperature being evident at this time.
