CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with complaints of congestion and coughing with history of COPD.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough, sore throat, and sinus pain with laryngitis for the past few days, without respiratory distress, with history of COPD, using O2 at night nasal cannula 2 L.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, congestive heart failure, COPD, asthma, arthritis and pneumonia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left shoulder and right hip repair.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Singulair, Lasix, Spiriva, Trileptal, metoprolol, and cholesterol medications.
ALLERGIES: The patient has allergies to CODEINE.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past Medical History: See old records. She has history of COPD with nasal cannula 2 L at night. She has had episodes of congestive heart failure according to the patient, taking no medications without recurrent episodes or followup.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits with O2 saturation of 93%. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Decreased breath sounds with scattered rhonchi. No wheezing. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Skin: Without discoloration or rashes. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Exam within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Bronchial asthma with history of COPD.
PLAN: The patient is given Rocephin and dexa injections with prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol. Follow up as needed or see PCP.
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
