Indication: The patient is a 56-year-old male referred for bilateral lower extremity venous duplex. His history is significant for venous ulcers bilaterally that were treated with Unna boots. He underwent venous ablation bilaterally approximately two years ago. He complains of small ulceration below the knee, left worse than right. Varicosities are noted below the knee bilaterally.
Procedure: On 07/14/2022, a Toshiba Xario XG Duplex Scanner was utilized to insonate and visualize both right and left lower extremity deep and superficial venous systems.
Findings: Both right and left lower extremity deep and superficial venous systems appear patent, compressible and free of thrombus. There does appear to be venous reflux in the right femoral vein approximately 1 second and the left femoral vein 0.57 seconds. Enlarged lymph nodes are noted in both right and left thigh. Both right and left greater saphenous veins are absent due to prior venous ablation. There appear to be large perforators in the mid to distal thigh bilaterally, but there is no evidence of reflux. There appear to be large tibial perforators in the mid to distal calves bilaterally which is the region of the varicosities. Both right and left small saphenous veins are quite small with significant branching making evaluation difficult.
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
