The patient presents with rash on her face.

PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a rash to her left face and eyebrows, was working in the garden two days ago. The patient could be allergic to poison ivy.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypothyroidism, arthritis, and hormone problem.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Shoulder and bunionectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Progesterone, levothyroxine or L-thyroxine, temazepam, and spironolactone.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history, see chart.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Up-to-date. Skin: Noted to be slightly raised erythematous lesion to the left cheek measuring 1.5 cm and also slight erythema to the upper eyelids. Extremities: Negative for cyanosis or edema. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Otherwise, within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Contact dermatitis, probably due to poison ivy.
PLAN: The patient was given dexamethasone 5 mg IM and prescription for Medrol Dosepak. Follow up as needed with us or PCP.
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
